Regulations Concerning Studying and Residing in Nanchang Hangkong University

Regulations on Daily Performance

1. International students shall abide by Chinese laws and regulations as well as follow the traditions and customs of Chinese people; they should respect the teachers and staff of the university.
2. International students have the right to believe in the religion but they can not spread the religion and engage in activities including religious services in public places.
3. International students should protect University property, preserve the public order and obey the discipline of the university. Gambling, strong drink, fighting and drug taking are banned. 
4. All the fees should be paid before the first month of the new semester. Fees include tuition fee, accommodation fee, text book fee and insurance fee .Those who already owed the university money should be cleared at the same time. All the fees should be paid directly to the University financial department or you can deposit the money into the University account. The account No. is 1502209009026408036. Those who can not pay all the fees on time should apply for delaying paying fees or leave the university. 
5. New students should pay all the fees before the university starts procedures of getting the students registered and helping them obtaining the residence permit from the Exit and Entry Office at the cost of the students.
6. Students should pay attention to the security. They should obey the traffic rules, and pay attention to the traffic safety, especially when crossing the street, and walk on the pavement.

7. Riding the motorbike on or off campus shall be strictly prohibited. Those who violate this shall be heavily punished and motorbike shall be confiscated.

8. Swimming in the river or the lake inside or outside the university shall be strictly forbidden.
9. International students shall submit their application at least three weeks before their residence permits expire, otherwise they shall blame for the consequence caused by late application. 

10. Fighting, bullying, taking illegal drugs, excessive drinking are strictly banned. If they are caught selling or taking drugs, they will be detained by police and be punished by Chinese criminal law.
Regulations Concerning Study

1. International students should come to class on time. They are required to be dressed neatly and listen to the lecture attentively and complete the course assignments.  Being late for, absent or away early from classes is not permitted.

2. Students should ask for leave because of illness or important personal reasons. When asking for leave, the relevant proof should be presented to the Office for approval. Asking for leave for traveling during the study period is banned. Absence without permission is considered as cutting the class.

3. Students whose leaves including sick leave add up to more than one month in one semester shall be asked to suspend their studies. The student’s status will be maintained for only one academic year. 

4. Students must come to the University for Registration every semester. Those who come back to the university one month late after summer or winter holidays without permission or approval shall be asked to withdraw from the university.

5. Students who are absent from class one semester up to 20 class hours shall be given a Public Reprimand; 40 class hours Warning, 60 class hours Demerit Record, 80 class hours Probation, more than 100 class hours Expulsion from the University. Being away from the University one day without permission during the study period is considered cutting eight class hours.

6.  Students should pay attention to their performance in class. Each course’s assessment is based upon the student’s examination marks, attendance records and coursework. The final result for each course in one semester is made up of 60-70% of the paper marks and 30-40% of the class performance. The course instructor can decide it according to the nature of the course.

7. Students who skip one third of classes for one course in the semester or who fail to hand in one third of the course assignments shall be disqualified from the assessment. Those unqualified will not be allowed to take the make-up examination.  Being late for or away early from class three times without approval is equal to skip one class. 

8. Students who lose 25 credits for courses shall be asked to repeat their academic study to gain back the lost credits. Those who repeat their study can not exceed two years. Students who can not finish their study during the stipulated time shall not graduate from the university..

9. Students who are absent from the examination without consent of the Office is not permitted to take the make-up examination. 
10. Cheating in the exam is banned. Once found, they will be disqualified from the examination and forbidden to take the make-up examination. 
Regulations Concerning Residing in the Dormitory 
1. Iron railings and gates will be installed in entry area of the third floor recently. If someone makes an intentional damage to the railing or gate, they will be expelled from the university without mercy in addition to compensation for the loss.

2. The dormitory supervisors will be assigned at the gate to be on duty 24 hours a day to take charge of dormitory affairs while monitoring the entry into or exit from the dormitory by students.

3. International students can enter or exit the gate by being requested to demonstrate their students’ card or ID cards. Without the ID card, supervisors can stop them from entering.  

4. International students shall come back to the dormitory before 11:30 pm during weekdays or before 12 o’clock pm during weekends. Later than this time the gate will be shut. Without proper reason and registration, the supervisor will not allow them to enter. The gate will be opened at 6 in the morning.
5. Visitors will not be allowed to enter the dorm without permission and registration. All visitors must leave the dorm room before 11oclock in the evening. Anyone who keeps a visitor, especially a female visitor staying their room overnight will be punished heavily.

6. Loud music shall be banned to play in the dorm especially at the midnight. If they are caught playing loud music, the speakers will be confiscated.

7. International students shall not be allowed to cook their food in their dorm rooms. They can cook their food in the public kitchens. They can get their electricity cards from the Office and recharge it in the university energy station. If you are caught in cooking food in your room, all the cooking equipment will be taken away.
8. International students shall be careful of fire and shall not use unapproved electric appliance such as powerful heater or low quality blankets and not collected electric wires without permission.

9. International students should keep the dormitory clean, especially the public places in the dorm such as public kitchens or corridors.
10. Every week the university will check up the dormitory to confirm whether the situations in the dorm are normal and all the regulations concerning dormitory are carried out.   
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
